









[image: ]LIST OF DOCUMENTS REQUIRED FOR A FLIGHT CREW EXAMINER DESIGNATION 

1. A free-form Application addressed to JSC "Aviation Administration of Kazakhstan"
2. Submission of a candidate for designation in a form according to appendix 16 of Rules No. 517.
3. A copy of the ID (passport for foreigners).
4. A copy of an FC licence with a valid Instructors rating (FI, TRI, etc.).
5. A copy of document confirming SFI privileges (if applicable).
	Note: Candidate for SFE shall hold or have held an ATPL (airline transport pilot license) and have at least 1,500 hours of flight time as a pilot in a multi-pilot operation and have valid SFI rating.
6. A copy of a valid Certificate confirming the completion of initial Examiners training course of the relevant qualification (FE, TRE, SFE, etc.).
	Note: Candidates operating based on a Certificate of Recognition of an Aviation Personnel Licence issued by a foreign State, who hold a valid Flight Crew Examiner rating, may submit a valid certificate (document) confirming completion of recurrent training for examiners of the relevant qualification.
7. A copy of a Certificate confirming the completion of initial FC Instructors course (FI, TRI, SFI, etc.).
8. A copy of a document confirming flight time as an instructor subject to examiner’s qualifications.
9. A copy of a valid Certificate of recognition of aviation personnel licence issued by a foreign State (if applicable).
10. A copy of «Assessment of Competence» form (Flight Crew Examiner Assessment of Competence) conducted  by AAK inspector or designated examiner (in coordination with AAK).
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
